WELCOME AND APOLOGIES 
 
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
 
 
PRESENTATION BY MEIC RAYMANT OF NORTH WALES 
POLICE 
 
An extremely interesting and lively presentation was delivered 
by Meic Raymant, North Wales Police on the arrangements that 
were in place for training Welsh learners. New members of staff 
now need to have level 2 Welsh language skills before they are 
appointed and by the end of their probation period they need to 
demonstrate oral skills at level 3. This is certainly good practice 
and every employer should adopt it.  
 
 
CONFIRMATION OF THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING 
HELD ON 14 MAY 2008 
 
The minutes of the meeting held on 14 May 2008 were 
confirmed as correct. 

Action 
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MATTERS ARISING 
 
Accreditation Routes – It was noted that no provider is trialling 
the WJEC accreditation route at present. 
 
 
DIRECTOR’S REPORT 
 
IG gave a report clarifying: 
 
Provision Planning 
The Development Officers will visit the providers in order to plan 
the provision for 2009/10. 
 
Funding Criteria 
The funding criteria have been circulated to provider heads; 
funding will be based on discussions of specific aspects.  
 
Presentation of data concerning provision 
A procedure has been introduced for provider heads and the 
providers should follow the procedure. 
 
Reserve funding 
The Centre has received funding from DCELLS for 2008/09; the 
funding will be assigned to childcare in deprived areas. The 
Centre will circulate further information to the providers 
before the end of October 2008. 
 
Fund for learners with learning difficulties and/or disabilities 
The Centre has received information about the fund that is 
available to providers for Welsh for Adult learners with learning 
difficulties and/or disabilities; this enables them to assist them 
with the additional costs involved. Each provider was asked 
to contact the Centre concerning any relevant cases by 
Wednesday, 22nd October 2008. 
 
 
DATA MANAGER’S REPORT 
 
GS gave a report setting out: 
 
Progress up to now 
Providers were thanked for their co-operation over the last year 
toward successful data presentation. 
 
Data Presentation 
Inspectors from KPMG company will conduct a data audit at the 
Centre in the next few days; we do not foresee any particular 
problem with the audit. The presentation of the final data for 
the year was not much of a problem, but if any provider 
foresees any difficulty they should contact GS as soon as 
possible.  
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Contact 
It was noted that applications for data were sent in the form of 
an e-mail to the following in every provider: 
 

• Head (or head of department/school/section) 
• MIS contact 
• Departmental contact 

Other e-mail addresses are not visible; the main reason for this 
is that some people may be concerned that their details are 
available to a large number of people. The Centre will request 
more data from providers this year; GS has already approached 
the MIS contact person in every provider to explain and he will 
be happy to come out to discuss any data issues.  
 
Web Matters 
The provider section of the website has been extensively 
developed over recent months so that courses can be managed 
on-line. There has been a significant increase in visits to the 
public website since the same period last year.  
 
 
DEVELOPMENT OFFICERS’ REPORT 
 
A report was received from PEH explaining: 
 
Mainstream Provision 
The Development Officers will require up to date 
information about courses and enrolments as soon as 
possible from the providers. If any provider has difficulty 
reaching their targets, then contact the development officers.  
The providers will need to complete their plans for 2009/10 
provision early this year and progression routes will need to be 
established and classes rationalised. 
 
Welsh for the Family 
Good progress has been made in this area. The Development 
Officers met with a delegation from TWF recently to discuss the 
way forward and it was agreed that providers will need to work 
with TWF to run the course. 
 
Fun for the Family course 
The campaign was successful with the hope of extending the 
project to the west. The Development Officers are conducting 
research into foundation phase work and a course has now 
been produced by a group of area teachers. JG is piloting a 
course with the Anglesey Language Centre. The national 
working group met recently and developments are under way.  
 
Welsh in the Workplace 
There is good progress in this area; the Centre has received a 
number of enquiries, the Centre will require a list of prices 
from the providers, including any extra costs. A 
questionnaire will be distributed to every public workplace in the 
region as an introduction to effective language planning. The 
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members of the Strategy Group have expressed their opposition 
to the adoption of a national tendering system.  
 
OCN 
OCN have produced a set of units for the workplace and new 
units have been produced by EH at Higher/Competence level. 
 
Oriel Ynys Môn project 
It is hoped that an information package will have been produced 
by the summer of 2009. The project will need a name; the 
Centre will be glad to receive your ideas. 
 
 
PUBLICITY AND MARKETING 
 
IG stated that a marketing information leaflet will be circulated 
to workplaces next week. The effort to attract new tutors to the 
field was fairly successful in the region although there is still a 
shortage of tutors in some areas. If providers have articles that 
require specific attention, remember the magazine, Y Tiwtor.  
The Centre will raise awareness on the Champion 103 radio 
station by using the phrase of the day on a specific theme.   
Siwan Hywel represented this Centre in ‘Yma i Chi’ in Wrexham,   
a campaign organised by the BBC and the activity was fairly 
successful. If you need Big Welsh Challenge mentoring forms   
then contact Siwan Hywel at the Centre. 
 
 
WJEC EXAMINATIONS 
 
There was an increase in the numbers of 2007/08 examination 
candidates in every section.    
This year the providers will pay the examination fees on behalf 
of candidates as they receive completion funding for successful 
candidates. One difficulty that arises from this arrangement is 
how the provider deals with candidates who enrol but do not 
come to the examination on the day: in 2008, 84 learners who 
had enrolled (and had paid out of their own pockets) were not 
present on the day of the examination.   
The centre will not accept any late enrolments: this has been 
agreed with the WJEC. The Centre will be responsible for 
releasing results and the providers will be responsible for 
arranging venues for the examinations.  
 
 
TRAINING 
 
A report was received from HH setting out: 
 
Advertising for tutors 
There was a favourable response to the campaign. Providers are 
asked to make every effort to offer work to tutors who have 
received the appropriate training.   
The Centre will arrange training sessions at the beginning of the 
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year and summer schools for potential tutors.   
The providers were asked for their assistance to place 5 of the 
potential tutors who need to do teacher training in classes under 
the supervision of experienced tutors. 
The Centre needs information from the providers what 
training the providers had arranged for their tutors from 
1st September 2008 until Christmas and how providers 
will arrange the induction of their new tutors. 
 
 
MATTERS FOR THE ATTENTION OF THE NATIONAL 
RESOURCES PANEL  
 
A set of small WJEC 2 flash cards will be produced shortly.  
If the providers would like to order any resources they are 
welcome to present a request to the Panel.
