Minutes - The minutes of the meeting, held on 25 March 09, were confirmed as correct.
Matters Arising — every point that needed to be raised was on the agenda.

Director’s Report
* The need to promote the examinations as being free of charge was emphasised and

IG reminded the members that the purpose of this was to ensure consistency with the

OCN units (where learners are not charged for credits). In addition, he noted that
providers would receive completion funding in the case of successful examination
candidates.

*  Provider Agreements — the Centre will ask the heads who sign the agreements to
ensure that their staff who are responsible for WfA provision are aware of all the
requirements of the agreement.

Development Officers Report — a report was presented by the Development Officers.

¢ Jina Gwyrfai went through the 2008-2009 targets and the analysis of the provision
and reported on the situation with regard to the 2009-2010 programme.

* Pam Evans Hughes showed the new leaflets that have been prepared by the Centre
staff for the TWF course; these are now ready for use. Unfortunately, TWF does not
have an officer working in the Flint and Wrexham counties and therefore there is no
provision there. However, the number of sessions is on the increase in every other
county.

* Animmersion course has commenced in Ysgol Llewelyn for the parents of children
who will be transferring to Ysgol Glan Clwyd.

e  WJEC won the tender to develop the Welsh for the Family national course and it will
be written by Owen Saer and Pam Evans Hughes. It will be piloted in 2010/2011 and

the Centre will ask CHWEA to introduce this course in North Wales as a mainstream

course, and at Access level to begin with.

* The Centre has copies of the Welsh Language Board Guidelines on making provision

for the workplace and these will be distributed to the providers.
* Coleg Llysfasi has launched a CD for the emergency services and has developed
teaching resources.

* Coleg Menai has developed an on-line mentoring system for court workers — see Ann

Rhian Hughes’ presentation - item 10.

* Jina Gwyrfai appealed to the providers to share information about courses, resources

and so on, that they are developing for the workplace.

e The Oriel Ynys M6n resource has been given a name — Cynfas Celf — and this will be

piloted in the University Summer School this year.
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6. Informal Learning — Siwan Hywel presented a report on recent developments. She drew
attention to some of the main points:

* There have been changes in the Welsh Language Board targets and priorities. The
Mentrau continue to operate and now invite learners to their events rather than make
specific arrangements for them.

e Thanks were offered for all the contributions to the Centre’s News-sheet that is about
to be published.

* |t will soon be possible to record details of extracurricular activities for learners on the
Centre’s website www.learncymraeg.org

*  While acknowledging that there are practical difficulties in ensuring that part-time
tutors contribute to learning activities outside the classroom, due to the increasing
weight that DCELLS and ESTYN, among others, attach to informal learning, providers
will need to invest a portion of their allocation to informal learning activities in
2009/10.

7. Training — HH presented a report on recent developments, drawing particular attention to
the following:

e Tuesday will be the tutors’ day on Maes D at the Bala Eisteddfod and certificates will
be presented to those who completed the Qualification in 2008.

* Modules 1 and 2 of the 2008—2010 Qualification and the teaching practice have been
completed. Every candidate has been observed and a sample has been externally
observed. The external observer was very pleased and every candidate passed.
Modules 3 and 4 will be completed during the coming year.

* The North Wales Centre will offer the 2009-10 Qualification in a year and the
recruitment has already begun. If providers have tutors who need to qualify then they
should contact the Centre forthwith.

* The Centre will draw up a draft programme of the training it intends to offer in the next
year and will circulate this and invite comments. Members were asked to inform the
Centre of anything they would wish to see offered in addition. The programme will be
discussed at the tutor-organizers course in Llangollen in July.

*  The names of potential tutors who have completed a round of training either over 3
weekends or in the Summer School will be circulated to the providers.

8. Data — IG presented an oral report. He noted that:

* Every provider had either reached their target or was near to doing so. He was
confident that the Centre would achieve its target as a region and would secure an
increase in funding of 10% in 2009/10 and he thanked all for their hard work in
securing this. GS and IG are holding meetings with data officers and WfA providers in
order to facilitate the process of data submission for both parties in 2009/10.

9. Publicity and Marketing

IG presented an oral report and he noted the following:

* The Centre was keen to receive stories from North Wales for every issue of ‘Y Tiwtor’
and thus there was a plea for anecdotes to be passed on.

* The Centre’s booklet will be published again this year.

* The Centre has ensured a presence and input into the activities on Maes D in the
Bala Eisteddfod. Anyone who wishes to make a contribution should contact the
Centre’s staff.

* The Centre hopes to use ‘Heart FM’ radio to raise awareness about the Centre and of
learning Welsh throughout North Wales. This will support the work of promoting
courses that providers themselves are doing
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10. On-line Mentoring Programme — a presentation by Ann Rhian Hughes, Coleg Menai
This was a project that was developed over a period of a year for workers at Courts
throughout Wales. It is an effective way of supporting learners who are sometimes absent
from the class over a long period of time and is an effective method of breaking the ice for
returning to the class. It is also beneficial for learners who need additional support. Before
you commence mentoring you need to introduce yourself and discover some facts about
the learner — a short questionnaire and a simple task was an effective method of doing
this. Developing a relationship over the computer is difficult and it was necessary to sense
how much contact was appropriate. Focussing on a theme is helpful as well as using the
appropriate sentence structure for the level of the learner. When making corrections it is
important to concentrate only on some points and use specific colours. The main thing is
to preserve the element of fun and not to overload the learner.

The Chair thanked Ann Rhian Hughes very warmly for her presentation.

11. Issues for the attention of the National Resource Panel

Nothing for the time being but the following were highlighted as matters of interest:

* Anintroductory pack for new students - an electronic pack is available to be adapted
by providers

e WJEC is publishing a pack to be used at Proficiency level

* There will be a presentation at the tutor-organizer course in Llangollen by the Chief
Poet Cyril Jones on a pack which has been produced on how to use poetry in classes
across the levels.

12. WJEC Examinations -

* The Access examination was offered in January of this year for the first time and 61
candidates from North Wales were successful.

* Access enrolments were slightly lower this year but the police are now using another
examination system and when their candidates in 2008 are discounted there is a
small increase.

* There was an increase also at Foundation level and the numbers at Intermediate and
Advanced levels were very similar.

*  Meaningful statistics will be available at the next meeting when the final numbers are
known.

* There is a feeling that the period between enrolment and the receipt of the letter from
WJEC confirming the examination details is a long one and therefore from now on the
Centre will contact the candidates again in the intervening period in the hope of
avoiding last minute changes.

13. Events — nothing specific to relate
